According to a recent survey of the most expensive cities around the world, Perth is still a very 
affordable place to live, which makes it a perfect place to study or even just for a holiday. An 
example of weekly budgets rates: 
Accommodation: 

• Shared house     A$ 80 – 100 
• Home stay/ Accommodation with meals A$185 – 200 
• Hostel      A$ 160 – 200 
• 2 Bedroom unfurnished apartment  A$ 250 + 
• Food      A$ 60 – 100 
• Public Transport    A$ 20 – 25 
• Laundry/ Dry cleaning    A$ 15 
• Clothing, Toiletries & Entertainment  A$ 100 
Note that the amounts mentioned above are an estimated figure only and may vary depending 
on accommodation chosen and individual standards of living required.
